My concern is the cultural landscape. I have enjoyed creating ideas - for landscape  
urbanism, garden projects and to support local initiatives regarding urban issues since 
the 1980s. I generated with my husband and partner János Kárász innovative ideas for 
landscape design - be it the “Stadtbaukasten” for students or projects for housing or
work spaces. For the Austrian Pavilion ”Plenum. Places of Power” about parliaments at 
the Venice Biennale 2014 we created a grove of „foreign trees“ - a statement in  
support of refugees and stateless persons. In addition to our current commissions
in Germany, France and Italy we are presently developing five projects in  
Azerbajian - including the Central Park in Baku. We received several prizes for housing,  
e.g. for “WagnisArt Munich” and “Iles Flottantes, In der Wiesen”, Vienna.
